The Battle of Jutland 31st May-1st June 1916

Mike Cross is kindly sharing with us another part of his family history. 





“My father Leslie Cross at the age of 21 took part in the first World War sea Battle of Jutland. At the time of the battle he was the youngest petty officer in the Royal Navy and was also Quarter Master on the destroyer Spitfire, which was part of the 4th Flotilla of the Grand Fleet under Admiral Sir John Jellico. �The battle is described as the last and most tremendous sea fight of an age. Never since then have great battle ships confronted each other in a sea battle.�The British lost 6378 ratings and 363 officers in the 2 day battle. The destroyer Spitfire was hit by only 2, 4”shells from the Germen Battle ship, Nassau. The Nassau then tried to ram and sink the Spitfire, but in a turn of fate, the Spitfire maneuvered her position so that she managed to ram the Nassau and ripped a 20 foot hole in the side, rendering the battle ship unable to fight.  Both ships managed to limp home to their home ports. �My father in the battle was commander of a gun crew, and it was his misfortune whilst his right arm was raised to order the guns to fire, was hit by one or two shells to hit the destroyer. The shell severed his right arm was a causality of the battle. The Spitfire during the battle lost 6 ratings, and 3 officers and 16 ratings were wounded. 


After convalescence at Whitable in Kent, my father was taken on as a messenger at the Admirality in London, and rose to become 1st Sea Lords messenger and Queen’s messenger. (Order of the Greyhound)”
